Recent Research Themes and Projects

Childhood studies, child rights and developmental psychology. This project expressly addresses the contested but fruitful relationship between recent developments in childhood-related research, policies and practices, at international and national levels, and in terms of conceptual and methodological developments and policy applications. The project builds on my work in critical developmental psychology, and teaching on courses in Advanced Children’s Rights as well as connecting with foremost international child rights researchers. This work is currently reflected in a chapter devoted to my work in a forthcoming book Key Thinkers in Childhood Studies (eds, C. Smith and S. Greene) to be published by Policy Press in 2013.
Beyond women-and-children: childhood, development and representation. Critiques of models of individual development and their relations with international aid and development policies remain an enduring theme of my research.  This project focuses on exploring more deeply cultural intersections between gendered and childhood representations in relation to national identities and neoliberal subjectivities, as reflected in pedagogical practices inscribed within popular culture addressing mothers as well as children.
State, culture and gender: connecting state and interpersonal violence. 
I have directed several major funded projects on domestic violence and minoritisation. These feminist antiracist projects facilitated alliances across different minoritised communities as well evaluating and prefiguring innovative forms of policy and service delivery responses to domestic abuse. The projects connect mental health with public order and public health issues, and intersecting forms of marginalisation and disadvantage. The 30-month Women Asylum Seekers from Pakistan (WASP) research project (2005-8) was a transnational research project between Pakistan and the UK, conducted under my academic supervision, hosted by South Manchester Law Centre (funded by the Big Lottery Fund) which continues to influence asylum decision-making. The final project report, Safe to Return?, was launched in November 2008 and is available online and in hard copy.

Engendering and educating group analysis: This connects contemporary developments in social theory, especially those involving new perspectives on gender and sexuality with group analytic theory and practice.  Group Analysis, as a therapeutic, organisational and educational practice, has longstanding origins with critical theory (through Norbert Elias and the Frankfurt School).  This project juxtaposed contemporary social theory with group analysis to promote deeper engagement and mutual re-evaluation of each, and connects group analysis with other analytical modalities and explores its links between feminist pedagogy.
Professionalisation and ‘Ethics’ within Psychology and Psychotherapies.  This project addresses the tensions arising through recent and rapid moves towards greater regulation and standardisation of psychotherapeutic trainings and practices, both in the name of transparency and accountability and in a context of centralisation and competition marked by increasing academic accreditation.  It explores the transitions in understandings of process and practice generated by professionalisation and its associated technologies and bureaucracies.  

Group Analysis and Feminist Practice in Japan. Part-funded by the DAIWA Foundation (Jointly with Professor Ian Parker).  Cultural configurations of ‘self’, ‘community’ and ‘group membership’ as reflected in psychoanalytic and group analytic theory and practice, juxtaposed with feminist therapies.  An exploration of perspectives from individual and group analysts in Japan, including feminist counsellors and therapists, based a four-week research trip to Japan in Autumn 2004, with further visits in 2007, 2010 and 2012 (the latter funded by the Japanese Society for Social Psychology).
